- Are, or are aspiring to be, a headteacher or head of school with responsibility
for leading a school-based nursery for children aged 0-5 years.

« Are, or aspiring to be, a manager of a PVI for children aged 0-5 years.

« Are, or aspiring to be, a childminder with leadership responsibilities.

If you don't qualify for a scholarship, the cost is £1,055.
